TRAVEL CLUB

BYLAWS

ARTICLE  1.

    MEMBERSHIP


Section 1.
Membership will occur when an application of membership is submitted to an officer and is approved upon by all appointed officers and membership requirements are met. 

Section 2.
A member who actively attends meetings and pays dues will be considered an active member.  Any member who fails to attend three consecutive meetings and/or has not paid dues in a three-month time span will be considered and inactive member.

Section 3.
No limitation is membership will pertain to ATC, until otherwise determined at a further time.

Section 4.
Membership shall not be termination upon any member unless a significant inappropriate, criminal, or hat has been committed against any ATC members, officers, advisors or affiliates to the ATC and/or Cypress College

ARTICLE 2.

COMMITTEES

Section 1.
At this time committees will not be a part of the ATC.  If committees do some day play a role in the ATC a revision to the ATC Bylaws will be made.

ARTICLE 3.

FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

Section 1.
A $25.00 membership fee will be required for membership and is payable no later than thirty days from start of membership.

Section 2.
Any matters concerning the use of money must be directed to the Financial Code as indicated by the Associated Student Constitution.

ARTICLE 4.

ELECTIONS

Section 1.
Elections for officers will occur on the last official meeting of ATC.  This last meeting will be held in May.  The last meeting held for each semester will be December 10th and May 20th.

Section 2.
Any one nomination made by a member will be counted as an official nomination.  This providing they meet active member status and membership requirements.  The office will be given to the member who has the majority of vote of all members in a ballot election.

Section 3.
To be eligible for voting in elections a member must meet all membership requirements and have active member status.

TRAVEL CLUB

CONSTITUTION

PREAMBLE

We, the students of Cypress College, in order to form an organization that is informative on and encourages careers in hospitality and tourism, do ordain and establish this constitution and do assume the responsibilities delegated to the organization.

ARTICLE I. NAME OF ORGAINZATION

Section 1

This organization will be known as the Travel Club of Cypress College hereinafter referred to as the Travel Club or TC.

ARTICLE II. PURPOSE OF THE ORGANIZATION

The purpose of this organization is to be informative on and encourage careers in travel and tourism.

ARTICLE III. QUALIFICATIONS FOR MEMBERSHIP

Section 1.

Membership in the Travel Club shall be open to Cypress College students only.  Students must carry at least 3 units per semester and hold a 2.0 GPA per semester.

ARTICLE IV. OFFICES AND FACULTY ADVISOR

Section 1.

The offices of the club shall be the following: President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, and Interclub Council Representative.

Section 2.

The duties/role of the officers shall be the following:


President

1. Presides and conduct meetings.

2. Keeps members and discussion on track.

3. Coordinates Club activities by keeping in close touch with other officers, the membership, and the advisor.

4. Calls special meetings as needed.

5. Organizes the field trips.

Vice President

1. Assist the President in the discharge of duties.

2. Presides at meetings in the absence of the President.

3. Is prepared to assume the duties and responsibilities of the President should the need arise.

4. Oversees all committee work and management of assignments.

5. Is prepared to take over any officer’s position in their absence or resignation.

6. Assist in organizing any activities needed.

7. Available at any time for Travel Club related activities.

President & Vice President Shared Duties / Roles

1. Prepares news releases and articles for publication in school and local news papers.

2. Assist with planning and arranging club exhibits.

3. Creates club Website and/or Newsletter.

Secretary Role

1. Provides the President with an agenda for each meeting.

2. Counts and record votes when taken.

3. Prepares club reports.

4. Works with the treasurer in keeping an accurate member role and issues Membership cards.

5. Reads communications at meetings.

6. Prepared to issue letter, invitations, note, etc…

7. Ready to assist any officer upon request.

8. Available at any time for TC related activities.

9. Maintains a history of the club, including an annual report of club activities, awards and publicity.

10. Files clippings and pictures of the club’s activities.

11. Keeps a chapter publicity and activity scrapbook.

12. Takes pictures on the TC activities.

Treasurer

1. Receives and acts as custodian of club funds.

2. Collects all dues and is responsible for their disbursement by the appropriate dead line.

3. Keeps financial records neat and currents.

4. Plans, with the assistance of the membership and the advisor, appropriate fund raising activities.

5. Handles the club accounts receivable and accounts payable.

6. Encourages efficient money management.

7. Assist in the preparation of the annual statement of receipts and expenditures.

8. Keeps account straight and takes charge of all club payments.

9. Counts all club monies and makes deposits Bursars Account Clerk.

10. Available at any time for TC related activities.

Interclub Council Representative

1. Attends two ICC meetings per month

2. Provides an oral report of the ICC meeting to TC the following week

3. Provides a written account of the ICC meeting to the secretary the following week.
